EEG measurement (sqEEG) 
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lsocontour lines represent increments of the standardized (z-score) unns. Black dots represent electrode locations. which indude: AF7. AFB. F3, FZ. F4, CZ. TP9, TPl 0, and 01 Voltage for 

the current assessment is standardized relattve to the mean voltage for the normative population in the same age group as of the date of the client's first assessment.
